	Tips from Aoba Police Station

	Beating Burglary!!   Protect your home from opportunist thieves with these straight forward precautions.

	It happens fast. 2 to 5 minutes they’ve broken in.

5 to 15 minutes they’ve searched your home.
Blink-they’ve gone.

Tip 1. Supplementary locks. !

Slow thieves down. The longer it takes to break in , the more likely thieves are to give up.

After five minutes only the most persistent continue; a full ten minutes and almost all will have moved on. 
Install additional locks to all your doors and windows. Lock thieves out.
Tip 2. No “ladders.”!

Bicycles and other objects can be used to climb into unlocked windows. 
Don’t leave buckets, boxes, or stacks of old books outside your house. Thieves can’t climb air.
Tip 3. Be careful. !

Just taking the garbage to the collection point?   Lock your door. 
When you pop out, even for only a moment, your home is vulnerable.
Tip 4. Security habit. !

Always lock windows before you leave home.

Simple. Effective.
Tip 5. Be home when you’re not. !

Make your home appear occupied. At night leave a light on. During the day have curtains pen. 
If it might rain don’t leave your laundry out. 
If you’re away for several days cancel newspapers and ask your neighbors to look after your house.
Tip 6. Keep keys secure. !

Don’t leave keys hidden in your mailbox or under flowerpots — they’re the first places thieves look. 
Don’t leave spare keys at home.

When you’re going out with your family everyone should take their keys.
